Outreach
We continued with our monthly

We give out a devotion each time giving 
out  an  encouragement  for  Christians 
while  giving  the  lost  an  opportunity  to 
become saved.

Sermons and Sunday School

I 
also taught a  series  on what the Bible  says 
about eating meat. At the very end of that, I 
explained  how  meat  restrictions  were 

dissolved in the New Testament because the focus is on spreading the Gospel, no matter where it goes 
nor the kind of people it meets and then finished it off with showing a few videos (as my wife interpreted) 
people eating various kinds of meat from around the world. I might have overkilled that one since a few 
people lost their appetites.
